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GCSE Results 2023
Overall
59% of students gained a 4+ (standard pass) in English and Mathematics combined.  36% gained a grade 5+ or above in English and Mathematics combined.  
40.68% of the cohort were entered for the English Baccalaureate/EBacc.  69.4% of this cohort achieved a band 4+ in this suit of qualifications.  34.7% of this cohort achieved a grade 5+.  The Government refers to this as a ‘strong’ pass.  The percentage of students entered for Ebacc (students who achieve a grade 4+ in English, Maths, Science, a humanity and MFL) is substantially above local authority average and above England average.


Progress 8 Score
Progress 8 score shows how much progress students at Swinton Academy made across 8 qualifications between end of key stage 2 and the end of key stage 4.  We have presented this is two measures – value added and contextual value added.

Value added Progress 8 score
-0.12
Measures the progress pupils make over a period of time. Value-added takes into account how much progress a child has made since their starting point (end of KS2), compared to the progress they have made relative to similar pupils.
Contextual value-added progress 8 score
+0.10
contextual value-added attempts to take into account the circumstances of children attending the school that are beyond the school's control, such as gender, mobility, FSM, SEND, ethnicity, EAL, deprivation and date of birth.

The schools Progress 8 score places Swinton Academy within the national average Progress 8 score range for all similar schools nationally.

70% of all students gained a grade 4+ in English
50% of students gained a grade 5+ and 13% gained a grade 7+ in English

GCSE Mathematics
62% of all students gained a grade 4+ in Maths
41% of students gained a grade 5+ and 14% gained a 7+ in Maths

Post 11 Destination measures
At Swinton Academy we are committed to ensuring that students leave with the necessary skills and qualifications to access Post 16 education or training.  2017 data shows that 134 of the 136 (98.5%) students who progressed from Y11 at Swinton Academy went into full time education or training. In 2018 129/134 (96.2%) students from Y11 at Swinton Academy went into full time education or training. 
In 2019, all Y11 students from Swinton Academy successfully progressed into full time education or training.  The NEET figure for students leaving in summer 2020 is 1.3%, meaning 98.7% of students successfully entered post 16 education, training or employment.  For the Y11 cohort 2021, 146/147 students successfully entered post 16 education, training or employment one student was classified as NEET (0.7%).   We are extremely proud of these successes.  For the Y11 cohort 2022, 167/170 students successfully entered post 16 education, training or employment three students were classified as NEET.  The academy continue to offer support to any student classified as NEET.  We are extremely proud of this. In 2023 Swinton Academy listed one student as NEET, 0.56% of the entire cohort.  We are extremely proud that our Y11 students have been successful in pursuing post 16 qualifications and courses.  Rotherham Early Help teams along with the academy careers lead continue to support any Swinton Academy students who require support accessing post 16 education, employment or training.
